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The first to third grade students must take at least 16 credits and a maximum of 25 credits per semester; the fourth grade students must take at least 9 credits and a maximum of 22 credits.
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{FE(Remark) Before graduation, students must complete all required credits listed in this course schedule and 24 elective credits offered by the department or other
departments. Students may take up to 12 credits in cross-departmental elective courses.
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
